MOTION REQUESTING ORDER CHARGING PARTNERSHIP INTEREST OF JUDGMENT DEBTOR AND FOR OTHER ANCILLARY RELIEF IN AID OF ENFORCEMENT OF JUDGMENT 

Eun O. K. et al, Plaintiffs and Judgment Creditors, through counsel, as their motion requesting order charging partnership interest of judgment debtor and for other ancillary relief in aid of enforcement of judgment, pursuant to Rule 69 of the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure, respectfully allege: 


1.  On 10/1/09, this Court entered judgment against Defendant Douglas A. Nyce in the amount of $3,120,000. The judgment has not been satisfied. 


2.  Sunchase Capital Partners VII LLC [“Sunchase VII”] is a Maryland limited liability company whose corporate charter has been forfeited due to its failure to file a 2007 personal property tax return. Sunchase VII is owner of record of approximately 700 half acre residential lots in Warren County, Virginia, purchased in 2004 for approximately $6 million. 

3.  Defendant is the sole and surviving member of Sunchase VII.  


4. Plaintiff respectfully requests that this Court enter an Order, pursuant to §4A-607 of the Maryland Corporations and Associations Code, and F.R.Civ.P. 69 and Rule 2-649 of the Maryland Rules of Civil Procedure, charging Defendant’s interest in Sunchase VII with payment of all amounts due on the judgment entered herein and appointing a receiver for all permissible purposes, including without limitation receipt of all amounts due and to become due to Defendant on account of his interest in Sunchase VII. 

5.  Plaintiff further requests that this Court enter an order granting ancillary relief in aid of enforcement, pursuant to F.R.Civ.P. 69 and Rule 2-651 of the Maryland Rules Civil Procedure, enjoining the Defendant from transferring, conveying, assigning, or otherwise disposing of any property owned by Sunchase VII or Defendant’s interest in Sunchase VII, subject to further order of this Court. 


WHEREFORE, Plaintiff respectfully requests that this Court enter an order in the form annexed hereto requiring Defendant to show cause why the relief requested herein should not be granted, and for such other and further relief as justice may require.
