Tenants healthier, more productive in green buildings

The American Journal of Public Health reports that people believe they are
healthier and more productive after moving into a "green” building.
Researchers surveyed employees before and after moving from conventional
office buildings to LEED-certified buildings in the Michigan area. Employees
believed that they called in sick less often and were more productive in the
green buildings. The study estimated that employees could each work 39 more
hours a year due to better light, air quality and ventilation.
