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66 Arrested in North Texas Crackdown on Transnational Gangs

The Dallas Morning News reports that 66 gang members have been arrested in a North Texas
sweep. This effort is part of a continuing U.S. Immigration and Customs Enforcement project
targeting gangs that operate both in Texas and in other countries including Mexico, El Salvador,
Honduras, and Laos. Here are excerpts from the article:

The arrests were made with assistance from police agencies in Arlington, Dallas,
Carrollton, Fort Worth, Irving, Lewisville and Plano. The Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco,
Firearms and Explosives also participated.

Among those arrested were six gang members from the Mara Salvatrucha 13, considered
one of the most violent transnational gangs. Two members of that gang were arrested in
Carrollton, one person in Irving, and the other three in Dallas or Fort Worth, said ICE
spokesman Carl Rusnok.

One person, arrested in Fort Worth, was identified as a member of the Zetas, a gang linked
to a Mexican narcotics cartel. Another 22 gangs were represented among those arrested,
ICE said.

About a third of those arrested were U.S. citizens, ICE said. Fourteen of the 66 were
deemed "gang associates."
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
